Image
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Color Temperature

A Light from different sources have different
colors, or color temperatures.

0 Sunlight at noon on a cloudless day has a color
temperature of about (5500K).

o Light from an incandescent light bulb appears more
orange (warmer) than sunlight (3000K).

o Shady outdoor areas appear to be bluer (cooler) tha
sunlight (6500 K).

A A too orange or blue photo can have its color
temperature/white balance adjusted.



Color Temperature & Tint
A Besides color temperature, light also has a tint.

A Color temperature is in the yellow/blue range.
A Tint is within the green/magenta range.

A Artificial light sources such as tungsten,
fluorescent or mercury vapor lights will
probably need adj ust.

A Adjustment of color temperature and tint is
not an absolute. It depends personal taste anc
what you want to convey.

In Basic Panel "
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A Exposure: Lightens or darkens image.

A Contrast: Adjusts the difference in brightness.

A Highlights: Lightens/darkens brightest parts, can
recover detall in the brightest areas of an image

A Shadows: Lightens/darkens areas in the photo
that are dark, but still retain details.

A Whites: Lightens/darkens light areas.
A Blacks: Darkest areas with little or no details.

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HDR - Lightroom

A HDR is short for High Dynamic Range.
It Is used where there Is extreme
variation in the light and dark areas of
the scene. An example is an indoor
room with a brightly lit window.

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Editing out Problems

A Flaws or small problems such as dust spots,
nlemishes, people with red eye and the like car
0e removed with Lightroom.

A Spot and masking edits for color correction
and exposure are also possible.

A There is much more complex software with
capabilities beyond Lightroom available.
Photoshop is one example but it does have a
fairly steep learning curve.
